JOB MARKET

The job market for 2007-08 was strong. Employer participation in job fairs was at an
all time high. Other recruiting methods as on-campus interviewing and job listings were
also actively used. Industries related to accounting, financial services, consulting
services, engineering, technology, architecture, construction, and biomedical
contributed to a strong job market. New graduates continued to be a valued
commodity in the job market.
